Crime Prevention Tips 
Going on Vacation? 

 
Protect your home against burglary: Everyone 
looks forward to taking vacations. Unfortunately, 
this can be an opportune time for a burglar to strike, 
especially if there are obvious signs that your home 
is unoccupied. Whether gone for a day or a couple 
of weeks, take the following precautions:  
 
• Check all doors and windows to make sure they 

are securely locked. If any locks need to be 
replaced or reinforced, make these 
improvements before you leave.  

• Use automatic timers on interior lights. A timer 
can also be used on a portable radio. 

• Use photoelectric cells (which screw into the 
light socket) on exterior lights. These devices 
will "automatically" turn lights on/off depending 
on the level of darkness. 

• If you will be gone for an extended period of 
time, arrange to have your lawn mowed. It is 
also a good idea to ask a neighbor to park a car 
in your driveway and to use your garbage 
container. 

• Make sure that items such as children's toys, 
ladders, lawn furniture, etc. are put away.  

• A trusted neighbor should be informed of your 
vacation plans; when you are leaving and 
expected return date. Leave a key with a 
trusted friend or neighbor so that the position of 
curtains and blinds can be changed. Also if you 
don't cancel newspapers and postal delivery, 
ask them to pick up and place in the house.  

• Inform trusted neighbors on all four sides of 
when you'll be gone so that a complete lookout 
is maintained. Be selective, however, in 
announcing your plans to anyone else.  

• If you have an alarm system, make sure it's 
activated when you leave. Leave the alarm key 
with a neighbor and show them how to turn the 
system on and off. 

• Feel free to sign up for a security premise 
check while you are away. The check can 
range from a visual/drive by check to a full 
security check of your home, you decide! Forms 
are available and can be filled out at the City 
Hall Front Desk.

CODE ENFORCEMENT REMINDERS 

 
Keep grass and weeds cut!  Between April 15 
and September 30 of any year, weeds and grass 
cannot exceed 10 inches in height and blackberry 
bushes cannot extend across property lines or into 
the City’s right-of-way, including streets, alleys and 
sidewalks. Property owners or other persons in 
charge of the property must keep weeds, grass and 
other noxious growth, such as poison oak, cut and 

maintained to prevent them from 
becoming unsightly and a fire hazard, and 

to prevent them from maturing and 
going to seed. Violators can be 
cited into Municipal Court. 
Additionally, the City may abate 

the nuisance and lien the 
property for the costs.

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SPRINKLER START-UPS 
 
As you start up your irrigation system, it is an ideal 
time to do a little inspection and maintenance. Here 
are a few items to check: 
 
Make sure sprinkler heads aren't choked by grass 
or obstructed by vegetation, including branches that 
block spray patterns. If you have a spray system in 
a mature shrub area, it may be difficult to clear all 
obstructions. If so, consider converting that area to 
drip irrigation. It could be easier than you think and 
may well be a more effective option. 
 
Confirm sprinklers are spraying the right distance 
and direction. Making a few simple adjustments can 
significantly improve the effectiveness of your 
irrigation, as well as preventing water damage to 
areas not intended to be irrigated. 
 
Verify that drip emitters are still functioning 
properly. If emitters and tubing are difficult to 
locate, run the system for a while. Then look or feel 
for wet spots around plants. Uncover buried 
emitters and/or ends of tubing. They will be easier 
to find in the future and won't be as likely to 
become clogged. 
 
If plants have grown much since drip emitters were 
installed, consider increasing the number and/or 
size of emitters to serve the larger plants. If you 
currently only have one emitter per plant, adding 
emitters can also be beneficial by better distributing 
water around the root zone, along with reducing the 
chance of a plant dying due to a single clogged 
emitter. 
 
Clean out filters. You may not even be aware that 
you have a filter, but a properly installed drip 
system will have a wye filter, and other systems 
may as well. While regular cleaning of filters is 
more important if the water source is untreated 
irrigation water, occasionally cleaning filters is a 
good idea regardless. 
 
Many irrigation controllers have battery backups to 
keep irrigation programs from being lost during 
power outages. Regular batteries generally should 
be changed yearly, while rechargeable batteries 
may last up to three years. 
 
Set an irrigation schedule that is appropriate for the 
time of year. And encourage deep rooting by not 
watering too frequently, but using multiple short 
cycles when you do irrigate.

BACKYARD SAFETY 

 
As summer approaches, homeowners need to take 
the time to check their outdoor areas for potential 
safety hazards. While most people know that pools 
are a safety hazard for kids, there are lot more 
things to watch out for in your back yard, like 
barbecues and grills, lawn equipment and toys. 
Zero to low cost simple steps can help to keep your 
family and friends safe in the future: 
 
Pools: 
� Practice constant, adult 

supervision around any 
body of water, including 
pools and spas.  

� If you’re considering a 
swimming pool purchase, 
contact your local 
Building Department first to determine exactly 
what permits are needed and what 
requirements you must follow.  

� In-ground and above-ground pools, including 
inflatable pools holding more than 24 inches of 
water, must be surrounded by a fence or other 
barrier at least four feet high. Any gates in the 
fence must be self-closing and self-latching.  

� Reserve a spot on a wall or fence near the pool 
for lifesaving devices.  

� Learn cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR). 
 
Grills: 
� Designate the grilling area a "No Play Zone" 

and keep kids and pets well away until grill 
equipment is completely cool.  

� Check propane cylinder hoses for leaks before 
use. (Source: USFA)  

� Do not move hot grills.  
� Never add charcoal 

starter fluid when coals or 
kindling have already 
been ignited, and never 
use any flammable or 
combustible liquid other 
than charcoal starter 
fluid to get the fire 
going. (Source: USFA)  

� Dispose of charcoal properly, 
keeping ash containers outside and away from 
combustible construction.  

� Place the grill away from siding, deck railings 
and out from under eaves and overhanging 
branches.  

 
General: 
� Don't leave toys, tools 

and equipment in the 
yard.  

� Keep steps, sidewalks 
and patios in good repair.  

� A common safety hazard 
occurs when porches are 
nailed to buildings rather 
than being attached with the proper anchors or 
bolts. Nails are a poor method for attaching 
porches to buildings because they work their 
way loose over time.  

� Check all swings, slides, playhouses and other 
structures for sharp objects, rusty metal pieces, 
breaks or weakened support pieces.

EARTHQUAKE PREPAREDNESS 

  
The threat of earthquakes in the Pacific Northwest 
is real.  Scientists predict a magnitude 8.0 or 
greater earthquake could occur at any time. 
 
Prepare: 
� Pick "safe spots" in each room of your home.  A 

safe spot could be under a sturdy table or desk 
or against an interior wall away from windows, 
bookcases or tall furniture that could fall on you. 

� Practice "drop, cover and hold on" in each 
safe spot.  Drop under a sturdy desk or table, 
hold on and protect your eyes by pressing your 
face against your arm.   

� Discuss the possibility of an earthquake with 
your family, and make sure you have your 
disaster supplies kit ready containing everything 
you need to be self-sufficient for three days. 

� Does anyone need training, such as first aid or 
instruction in turning utilities off?  Make a list of 
who needs to learn what and set aside a time 
for training.  At least one household member 
should be certified in first aid and CPR.   

� Review and update your family plan yearly or 
as needed.  Are phone numbers current?  Are 
safety spots still practical?  Has the plan for 
reuniting the family changed? 

� Conduct a home hazard hunt.  Bolt bookcases 
and china cabinets to wall studs and place 
heavier objects on lower shelves.  Install strong 
latches on cupboards.  Secure wall hangings 
with special hooks (don't hang anything over 
the bed). 

 
Responding to a major earthquake: 
� When the ground begins to shake, "drop, 

cover and hold on." 
� If inside during an earthquake, stay there.  

Move only a few steps to a nearby safe spot 
(10feet or less).  If you are in bed, hold on and 
stay there, protecting your head with a pillow. 

� If outdoors during an earthquake, stay there.  
Find a clear spot away from buildings, trees and 
streetlights and power lines.  Drop to the 
ground until the shaking stops.  If you are in a 
vehicle, pull over to a clear location, stop and 
stay there with your seatbelt fastened until the 
shaking has stopped.  Once the shaking has 
stopped, proceed with caution. 

� When the shaking has stopped, check for 
injuries and provide first aid. 

� Protect yourself from further danger by putting 
on shoes and work gloves.  This will protect you 
from further injury by broken objects. 

� Look for and extinguish small fires.  Eliminate 
fire hazards.  

� Leave the gas on at the main valve unless you 
smell gas or think it is leaking.  Turn off water if 
necessary.  Assume any downed power lines 
are live and stay away. 

� Immediately clean up dangerous spills such as 
medicine, bleach, gasoline or other flammable 
liquids. 

� Turn on a portable radio and listen for 
instructions from public safety agencies. 

� Use phones ONLY for emergencies.  
Unnecessary calls can prevent others from 
getting emergency help. 

� Watch animals closely.  Leash dogs and place 
them in a 
fenced yard.  
The behavior of 
pets may 
change 
dramatically 
after an 
earthquake. 

� Don't turn on 
any electricity 
after a major 
earthquake. 
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STORM WATER 
PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS 

 
What is storm water pollution?  Rainwater or 
even runoff from sprinklers or hoses carries 
contaminants - such as litter, animal waste, 
automobile fluids, fertilizers and pesticides - into the 
storm drains and pollutes the City's neighborhoods, 
creating health risks for children and polluting our 
waterways.  
 
What can I do to prevent storm water pollution?  
Here are a few tips that can help improve our storm 
water quality and protect our environment: 
 
• Don't put anything in the storm drains but 

rainwater.  Storm drains can carry surface 
runoff directly to streams and rivers without 
treatment.  Make sure runoff carries only 
rainwater. 

• Remove litter from the street.  Trash-laden 
gutters increase neighborhood pollution and 
clog drains, which may lead to street flooding. 

• Pick up after your pet.  Animal waste, when 
left on the ground, washes down storm drains 
and contaminates waterways and beaches.   

• Recycle your motor oil.  The Columbia 
County Transfer Station, along with many gas 
stations, auto parts stores and repair shops will 
collect and recycle used motor oil. 

• Bag, compost or recycle grass, tree limbs, 
leaves and other yard waste.  Soggy yard 
waste is a major contributor to clogged storm 
drains. 

• Be smart when you apply pesticides or 
fertilizers.  Do not apply pesticides or fertilizers 
before it rains.  Not only will you lose most of 
the chemicals through runoff, but you will also 
be harming the environment.  Do not over-water 
after application.  Read the label and do not 
apply more than recommended. 

• Don't wash dirty paintbrushes under an 
outdoor faucet.  This dirty rinse water flows 
into the street and down the storm drain.
